The Glen Lake Association invites you to join with a group of dedicated and concerned watershed citizens who value the unique character of our beautiful area and want to preserve it.  Residents, visitors, and businesses alike share a common desire to protect what makes our watershed woodlands, lakes, streams, and villages so appealing.

Since 1954, the Glen Lake Association has played a major role in the initiation and promotion of programs that protect our extraordinary resources.  During the past few years, the Association has taken steps to enhance our established programs and expand into areas where new threats have become apparent.  For example in 2007:

(We established the Fish-Wildlife-Recreation Committee to coordinate with local agencies and residents to enhance protection and enjoyment of these related activities.


(To face the growing threat of new aquatic invasive species, we have strengthened our Boat Wash/Inspection program at the Day Forest DNR boat launch by staffing it with adult workers and have increased their working hours.  A new ordinance, brokered by the GLA, was also established by Glen Arbor and Empire Townships making it unlawful to transport aquatic invasive species into our waters.


( For control of swimmer’s itch, we will continue the capture, inoculation and relocation of Merganser ducks, and in addition, we plan to quantify the effectiveness of this program by conducting an audit of the snail infection level to determine the degree of reduction.


(An updated comprehensive Glen Lake-Crystal River Watershed Management plan was developed and funded together with the Leelanau Conservancy and the Friends of the Crystal River.  It addresses today’s potential threats to the quality, health and beauty of our watershed and defines plans and responsibilities for addressing them.

(We have continued our yearly invasive aquatic plant surveys of Big and Little Glen, and have recently included a survey of Fisher Lake.  These surveys put us in a position to make an efficient rapid response to control any infestation should one occur.


(The GLA has collaborated with our townships to address the threat of pending state laws governing the public use of road ends.  An ordinance is being considered to best serve residents of the watershed and visitors.


(Glen Lake-Crystal River roadside watershed signs were installed at the boarders of our watershed.  We want to raise awareness and sensitize the public about how important it is to protect our beautiful area.


(A Lake Friendly Stewardship Award program was established to recognize the use and promotion of best practices by watershed homeowners and local units of governments.


( Our Hatlem Creek testing, funded by a 2006 MDEQ grant, continued last year.  Our Association funded additional in-depth testing to check suspected problem areas which threaten the creek and our lakes.
